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Masaharu Sato Born in Oita Prefecture in 1973. Artist. After completing his undergraduate
and graduate studies at the Tokyo University of the Arts in 1999, he enrolled as a research
student at Kunstakademie D u sseldorf in Germany between 2000-2002. He was awarded the
Special Award at the 12th Taro Okamoto Award for Contemporary Art in 2009. Following this,
he held several solo exhibitions, including: ‘Hara Documents 10: Masaharu Sato—Tokyo

Trace’ (Hara Museum of Contemporary Art, 2016), as well as solo exhibitions at the Kawasaki
City Museum in Kanagawa in 2013, and Gallery M in Tokyo in 2014). He also participated
actively in group exhibitions both local and overseas, such as: ‘No Man’s Land’ (former building
of the French Embassy in Japan, 2010), ‘NIPPON NOW’ (Sungkok Art Museum, Korea, 2011), and
‘Everyday Life/Off the Record” (KAAT Kanagawa Arts Theatre, 2014). He passed away in 2019
at the age of 45.
